Wolseley National Rallies
Neil Boucher, Registrar, Queensland Wolseley Club

The main event every two years for Wolseley club members is
undoubtedly the National Rally.  The three eastern state clubs
alternatively host the rally, with the most recent being in Gympie,
Queensland and the next one, which is this year being held in
Queanbeyan, NSW, from May 10 to 15 May.  From this it follows that
Victoria will host the 2011 rally.

The rallies are the sole responsibility of the host state, who get to decide
the time, place and events for that week.  Ordinarily, a town will be
chosen as the base, and it will be one with sufficient hotels and caravan
parks to accommodate the 100-150 attendees in a style of
accommodation that suits their various budgets.  NSW tends to hold
theirs somewhere equidistant between Victoria and Queensland, while
Queensland mostly confines theirs to the south of the state to minimise
travelling for interstate visitors.

The week starts with a welcome dinner on the Sunday and continues
through the week finishing about lunch time on the Friday.  Events that
have appeal to both sexes are selected, and driving is rarely more than
100 km per day.  This is an excellent way to have conducted holiday at
a bargain price! Often people stay on for an extra week and have a
serious holiday.

The only competition is the concourse and this is hotly contested. The
standards of the cars have risen significantly over the last decade or so,
and I attribute this in no small part to the concourse, where attendees get
to see just how nice their car could look with a bit of work.

The New Zealand Wolseley clubs are major participants, with about 20
members attending. They of course fly over, and most get a loaner car,
that is provided by various members in Australia.  They typically fly to
the city where the lender car is garaged which may not be in the host



state (Sydney/Melbourne/Brisbane) and drive the car to the rally from
there. In return, the Australians going to the New Zealand rallies (which
are held on alternate years to the Australian ones to avoid rally
overload), will be offered cars in NZ. I have been to several of the NZ
rallies and have opted not to borrow a car, but to go as a passenger in
various cars. Occasionally a few poms roll in, but I guess you can’t have
everything.

Everyone with a serious interest in Wolseley cars should attend at least
one of these rallies, to meet with like minded people and get some hints
on how to tweak the cars up so that they run better than new (and there
are many cars in that category).

About 9.00am
we disembarked and met up with Stephen and Janice Belcher, WCC,
who showed us the sites around town and then his beautiful 16/60
stored at the moment. At their home is three modern 18/85’s one
running, one being painted and the other just sitting. Another great day
so back to the Princess and on our way to Christchurch, 579 Nautical
miles and a full day at sea. Arriving at Port Lyttelton  we disembarked
and boarded the free shuttle bus into ChCh and met up with Allan and
Betty Francis.WCC, Betty is well but unable to walk too far these days.
Allan and I visited book shops, toy shops and second hand shops. I
managed to purchase a hand book for the Vanden Plas in new condition.
We met the ladies at lunch time and had lunch before departing for a bit
of shopping then back to the Princess. Each shore day the Princess
arrived at 6.00am and departed at 6.00pm. It did vary a little at times.
On to Dunedin, 183 nautical miles. A beautiful City, again we were met
by one of Heathers girlfriends who drove us around visiting the new
Chinese Gardens and lunch at the old Customs House, many photos
were taken and much talking. Back to the Princess and around the
bottom of NZ to the Fiordland National Parks. 310 Nautical miles. The
weather changed for the worst with fog and 5 metre seas. The Captain
announced he would not go into Dusky or Doubtful Sound in bad
conditions because of the size of the Princess. More on that later. He did
say Milford was out as well however the weather lifted and in we went.
A great spot for filming and taking breathtaking photos. For the next
two days we were at sea on our way to Hobart in Tasmania. The
Princess towered over the whole City, She was the only 18 story
building in town. Here we boarded an old 1950 Leyland double-decker
bus for a $15 tour of the City and surrounding district. It was great. That





afternoon the Police Pipe Band boarded the Princess and played to a full
theatre 870 people, then later as the Princess was leaving they Piped the
ship away. Very Moving. The next port 431 nautical miles was
Melbourne. The Port Tram stops at Station Pier and is a short trip into
the City Centre. Heather met another girl friend here so again we
walked, drank coffee and visited Federation Square and Art Gallery.
Crossed the Yarra for lunch then back again to catch the tram back to
the Princess for the trip to Sydney, 546 nautical miles. The end of the
cruise.
The Diamond Princess weighs in at 119,000 tons. It is 290m long and
40m wide. 18 stories high. It can carry 3070 passengers but we only had
2800, plus 1120 crew. 50 on board activities a day to choose from.
Breakfast is a five course meal with three varieties in each course.
Lunch we had Buffet each day we were on board. Dinner was the same
with 5 courses  and three varieties in each. If you did not like anything it
was your own fault. Also there is morning tea and high tea in the
afternoon, in fact food and drink is available 24 hour a day. We loved it.
The service on board was outstanding and no waiting for anything
including food. The huge 870 seat theatre held movies and two live
shows every afternoon and night. I could easily become addicted to
cruising but all good things must end. No we did not get sea sick.
